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PREPARATION

1. Shut off the power at the circuit breaker and remove existing fixture, including the crossbar.

2. Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the parts in a clear area. Be careful not to lose any small parts necessary
for installation.Use gloves when handling trim,crystals,and glass components during installation.

MOUNTING THE FIXTURE (Fig. 1)

3. Remove the mounting screws (B) from the wall plate.

4. Set color temperature at this stage. The fixture can switch between four color temperatures (3000k, 3500k, 4000k ,5000Kk),
which can be adjusted to your preference using the 4CCT switch (Fig. 3) mounted in the fixture.
Notes: The switch comes with a detachable cover. Remove the cover prior to adjusting the color temperature. Fasten

the cover after adjustment is made.

5. Putthe crystal into fixture and tighten the eight screws (F) to secure crystal in place,One flat washer (E) for each screw(F).

6. Dirill holes in the wall aligned with the key holes located in the wall plate. Install the plastic anchors (D) in the wall.

7. First, secure the wall plate to the junction box using the original junction box screws. Second, fasten the wall plate to the
wall using anchor screws (C).
(i) Itis recommended to use only original junction box screws or replacements provided by junction box manufacturer.
(ii) The side of the [ceiling or wall] plate marked “GND” must face out, towards the installer.

WIRING FIXTURE (Fig. 2, Fig.3)

8. Attach the safety cable to the bracket on the wall plate to temporarily hang the fixture in place and aid in installation.

9. Connect the input wires to junction box wires (Fig. 2) using wire connectors provided (A). Ensure that all wire
connectors (A) are secured. Connect the fixture’s ground wire to the ground in the junction box; this will be either a green
wire or a bare copper wire. After fixture is wired to house wires, tuck wires carefully inside the junction box.

COMPLETING THE INSTALLATION

10. Mount the fixture against the wall plate, being careful not to pinch wires. Secure the fixture to the wall plate using the

mounting screws (B).
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
